Please bring the following items to the Ice Cream Social or the First Day of School 
PLEASE:  DO NOT write your child’s name on the supplies.  We suggest you put all 

items into a tie trash bag with your child’s name on the outside.  THANKS! 
We do suggest labeling sweatshirts, jackets, lunchboxes, journal and pencil pouch. 

 
• 8 glue sticks 
• 4 pack of dry erase markers 
• 3 glue bottles 
• 1 Fiskar scissors (7 to 9 year old)  Short and pointed blades 
• 12 sharpened pencils 
• 3 – 2 pocket folders (Plain, any color, and with brads) 
• 1 spiral notebook (Wide ruled, any style, put child’s name on this one) 
• 1 Composition notebook (black and white, hard cover only: name on this one) 
• 1 (24 count) box of CRAYOLA crayons 
• 1 box of CRAYOLA washable markers 
• 1 box of CRAYOLA  colored pencils 
• “3 ring binder style” zip pencil pouch w/a clear front please 
• 2 packages of white copy paper 
• 1 book bag: large enough to carry folders, sweatshirt, etc. and still zip 
• 1 box of tissues 
• 1 roll of paper towels (for students with last name A – L) 
• 1 canister of Disinfecting wipes (for students with last name (M – Z)
